Foliar (no Soil) Trial on Tomatoes 
Stated Pressures: Whitefly 

 

Objective:  Boost plant vigor to extend season. 

Protocol:  Apply Pro Guard foliar applications over five consecutive weeks.  (Observations and 
pictures below through four weeks.  Fifth application occurred Tuesday 14 May.)   

Grower Observations:  The Trial (Treated “T” vs Untreated “U”) include: 

• Trial conducted inside a shade house, with both T & U sharing common space; 
• T plant displays greater vigor and fewer nutritional deficiencies than the U; 
• T fruit better quality, size and uniformity than U; 
• Clearly, T plants displaying less weather-related stress than U plants; 
• U plant leaves curved, reflecting stresses of high temperatures and radiation; 
• Grower observed T plants have no whitefly pressure compared to U; 
• Thicker T plants more difficult for whitefly to penetrate; pests more common on U; 
• Grower asked a colleague—who was unaware of the Trial—to walk the shade house and 

provide his perspective: “the T plants unequivocally better than U;” 
• Late production definitely extended.
